The Queensland Trauma Registry is a research project Intracranial injury
that has collected and reported injury data since 1998
when it was piloted at the Royal Brisbane & Women’s and
Princess Alexandra Hospitals. Steady expansion saw the Fracture: Lower extremity
QTR reach statewide coverage in 2002, with 13 sites
participating. By 2009, there were 20 Queensland public
hospitals collecting and systematically reviewing QTR data.

Included on the QTR are people admitted for 24 hours or
more to a participating hospital for the treatment of acute
injury, including transfers from any other hospital and
those who die in under 24 hours if hospital treatment was Mon
commenced. Not included on the QTR are injured people Tues
who are not admitted or are admitted for less than 24 hours
(except deaths), and those who do not survive to hospital.
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In 2009 and 2010, 166 teenagers (16 to 19 years) were
seriously injured as a passenger in an accidental motor
vehicle traffic crash in Queensland and were included sat
on the QTR at one of 20 participating hospitals. Sun
e ‘Motor Vehicle’ (MV) includes: car, pick-up truck, van.
(No cases represented in other MV types.)

e ‘Traffic’ crash: occurred on a public highway or street.

e ‘Major’ injury (ISS > 13; died; AIS 2008) = 52 (31.3%).
e Average age at injury was 17.5 years.

e Ten cases did not survive to discharge from acute care.
