Selection Criteria for ECR Membership Scheme

In order to maintain the proportion of early career researchers in the Network, and to ensure that fresh ideas are constantly circulating, Management Committee agreed to run a scheme annually to specifically bring ECRs into the Network. 

The selection criteria are slightly relaxed compared to the general admission conditions, but in previous years competition has been strong and the better these criteria are addressed, the better the chance of success. The criteria, roughly in order of importance, are:

1. ECR status (five years from submission of the PhD) (If the applicant does not already have the degree, a case for equivalence must be made) 

2. Some association with CRN activities (e.g. attendance at PG/ECR workshop or similar) 

3. Active research links with current members 

4. Should bring new or desired skills 

5. Track record (relative to opportunity)

Nominations for the final round close on Friday, 27 June 2008.
