5. Entries will not be returned unless specifically requested by the entrant.

6. Where the work includes photographs or video of a person or people, it is the responsibility of the entrant to supply a photographic model release form to each person appearing and obtain their signature. These forms must be sent with the entry to ensure that copyright and privacy have not been infringed.
