LAING, DR PATRICIA

In 1976 I gained a PhD in Anthropology and have been doing or teaching research and evaluation ever since. The research, exploring bilingualism and biculturalism in Samoan Secondary School children, informed Talking Past Each Other: Problems in Cross-cultural Communication (1978) that was jointly authored with Dame Joan Metge. I worked in the Health Services Research Unit of the Department of Health from the late 1970s for about twelve years. My research focused on the relationship between indigenous healing in the Pacific, including Maori, and Western medicine. It was funded by the Department of Health and the Medical Research Council of New Zealand. My latest publication in this area was a chapter, 'Spirituality, Belief and Knowledge: Some Constructions on Maori health' in a book on plural medicine (2002). I was part of a team that assisted with the establishment of Maori community health workers, Maori liaison officers, the bicultural approach to health, and I ran Treaty of Waitangi workshops for Area Health Board managers. These were some of the ways in which I have been involved in disseminating the results of my research. 

From 1989 I was employed at Victoria University of Wellington in Sociology and Social Work where I taught research to graduate students and social workers many of whom were Maori. With Kathryn Rountree, I co-authored a book, Writing By Degrees: A Practical Guide to Writing Theses and Research Papers (1996). For five years I was Associate Dean, Research and Graduate Students, and this role gave me experience in research management. With Eru Pomare I worked to establish the Maori research unit that was renamed to commemorate his work and the Health Services Research Unit which is a joint venture between Victoria and Otago universities. 
In the last six years I have worked as a senior research and evaluation advisor in the Department of Child, Youth and Family and Housing New Zealand Corporation. For Child Youth and Family I undertaken work on evaluations of the Stronger Communities Action Fund and Local Level Solutions programme, and Recurrent Child Maltreatment research. For Housing New Zealand Corporation I have designed and managed evaluations of the Community Renewal, Healthy Housing and Rural Housing programmes, the Housing Innovation Fund, and an Economic Analysis of Housing Interventions.
LENNON, MICHAEL
Michael Lennon has recently moved back to Australia to take up the position of Chief Executive Officer of the Disability Housing Trust.  Prior to this he was the Chief Executive of The Glasgow Housing Association Limited.  In 2003 over 80,000 public sector houses were transferred from Glasgow City Council to GHA, making it the biggest housing transfer in Europe and the largest social landlord in the UK.   Its investment program alone is more than 10 billion dollars.   Michael led the organization through this critical time.

Before this, Michael’s career has encompassed a number of executive leadership positions in a wide range of public agencies associated with housing, planning and urban development.  He has also worked extensively in the private sector.

Before joining GHA, he was Chief Executive of the Housing New Zealand Corporation in Wellington, having been appointed in April 2000.  This is New Zealand’s largest public sector organization with 700 staff spread over 42 business units, and an annual budget of over $500 million.

Simon joined the Faculty of the Built Environment, UNSW at the end of 2005 and became Deputy Director of the City Futures Research Centre in 2006. He contributes across the portfolio of projects currently being undertaken by the centre, including ARC and AHURI funded research with a specific interest in urban renewal, housing markets and housing affordability. He also plays a lead role in the centre’s work with the NSW Department of Housing on public housing estate renewal and preparation of an evaluation framework for their 2007-2010 Building Stronger Communities strategy.

 

Previously, Simon worked as a Senior Policy Analyst at the Office of the Deputy Prime Minister (now Department for Communities and Local Government) in London. His remit involved policy development, analytical support and strategic briefing – primarily on aspects of housing market analysis, area-based urban regeneration and urban design – and the management of Government research commissions. 

REYNOLDS, MARGARET
Margaret is a Research Fellow in the School of Geography and Environmental Science at Monash University in Melbourne.  She has worked on a number of housing related projects over the past five years including private rental vacancy patterns, the supply of low rent stock and, most recently, the impact of child support payments on housing outcomes. Dr Tim Seelig is the Housing Research Fellow in the University of Queensland Social Research Centre, and is affiliated with the Qld Research Centre Australian Housing and Urban Research Institute.  He also lectures in the Social Work Program at UQ. 

Dr Seelig has extensive experience in housing research and in housing and social policy across the public, community and academic sectors.  His research spans a number of research themes, include private rental investment, public and community housing management, local and national housing systems analysis, and housing and social policy development. He has a special interest in private rental market research, and has been involved in a number of studies in this area.
SMITH, SIMON
Simon Smith is the Policy and Research Manager at AFHO. AFHO (the Australian Federation of Homelessness Organisations) is the national homelessness peak body.  AFHO promotes national policy and action to reduce homelessness and its impact upon the diverse range of people it affects.  

Prior to joining AFHO, Simon has worked on social policy for other peak bodies for a number of years.  He has presented two papers on welfare-to-work, including ‘Go and Get a Job: limits to the work first approach’, presented last year at the University of Queensland’s welfare-to-work conference. 
SUSILAWATI, CONNIE

Connie Susilawati is a lecturer at Queensland University of Technology and is currently a PhD candidate, the proposed thesis title is “Building successful partnership for affordable rental housing in Queensland”.  She has published a range of research papers related to social and private rental housing both in areas of investment and management.

She currently teaches research methodology and is involved in three research projects, affordable rental housing management, preferences and options for longer residential security in private rental housing, housing valuation and transactions.  The major stakeholders in these projects are private developers, investors and real estate agents, aligning with government and community housing organisation.  Her research involves both quantitative (statistical modeling and linear programming) and qualitative (semi-structured interview) research approaches.  

Connie has previously held a lecturer position in Petra Christian University, Surabaya, Indonesia.  In this position, she conducted and supervised research projects in property investment and management.
QUOC NGU, VU
Dr. Quoc Ngu Vu is currently working as research fellow at the National Center for Social and Economic Modelling (NATSEM) - University of Canberra. His main research areas include income distribution, effective tax rates and poverty in Australia, particularly with the application of the STINMOD microsimulation model of Australian tax and transfer systems. Prior to joining NATSEM, he worked for the United Nations Development Programme in Vietnam, as a social and economic researcher. His research concentrated on the social and economic issues of Vietnam and the Indochina region, particularly on human development issues and the millennium development goals. WOOD, PROFESSOR GAVIN

Professor Wood’s main research interests lie in the fields of public policy and urban studies, housing finance and labour economics, and he has published widely in Australian and international refereed journals. 
In 2006, Professor Wood directed an AHURI funded project, a Collaborative Research Venture (Housing Assistance and Economic Participation) between RMIT University, Curtin University, Sydney University, Murdoch University and Swinburne University.
Another current project, The Implications of Loss of a Partner for Older Private Renters, aims to understand and measure the effects divorce, separation, or death of a partner have on the housing, and related financial circumstances, of older Australians (aged 50+) in particular those on income support payments. 
In February 2007, formal collaboration began between University of Reading, UK, RMIT University, Australia, and Delft University in the Netherlands to initiate the International Centre for Housing and Urban Economics (ICHUE) with Prof Wood as joint Director.  The ICHUE aims to apply modern economic theory and quantitative techniques to the analysis of housing and related policy problems at international, national, regional and local levels - particular attention is paid to contemporary urban economic problems and the role that housing plays in contributing to solutions.
Finally, Prof Wood has acted as a consultant and advisor to a number of organisations including: the Organisation of Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD), the New Zealand Department of Labour, the Office of Fair Trading (WA), the Northern Housing Executive and the Australian Government’s National Housing Strategy.
