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Abstract

Given the increasing centrality of police in peace and capacity building operations, the need to appropriately evaluate policing performance has never been greater. Yet choosing the most meaningful vantage points from which to assess the impact of police activities is typically left to the acumen of individual analysts, informed by the assumptions of each sub-field and particular organisational preference rather than approached through a comprehensive and systematic framework. Is progress with mandated objectives at a national level basically the best indication of success, or is there much more to consider when disaggregating data? The purpose of this paper is to engage the issue of performance aggregation in the specific context of international policing so that meaningful viewpoints are not overlooked. The aim is to develop a framework that will ensure the many nuanced yet crucial forms of disaggregating performance identified in the paper are made known to analysts so that relevant information does not go unnoticed.
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
