Abstract

Despite wide recognition of the importance of leadership in driving progress towards policing objectives there has been no systematic attempt to measure its contributions to peace operations. Often leadership effectiveness is measured by proxy, through the attainment of mission goals and objectives. However, the complex nature of peace operations often renders the attribution tenuous. Furthermore, relying on the accomplishment of mission objectives as indicators of effective leadership will result in retrospective attribution of blame that can no longer affect mission outcomes. This study aims to develop a comprehensive and context sensitive framework for the measurement of police leadership performance in peace operations. Due to the lack of research of police leadership in peace operations this study will first seek to establish the unique demands of leadership in peace operations. Next it will proceed to build a comprehensive picture of police leadership activities and behaviours. Finally, a performance measurement framework will be derived from those activities and behaviours.   
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
