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Abstract

The aim of this research is to identify and develop best practice procedures for delivering and measuring the effectiveness of the capacity building operations, especially for the AFP’s International Deployment Group (IDG). This exploration engages the gap in understanding of how traditional, domestic policing performance can be translated into overseas policing models. The framework intends to provide an accurate measure of the performance can be undertaken. This will include developing practical indicators at a tactical level, drawing from the work of other members of this joint UQ/AFP project. In doing so, it seeks to identify how this can best contribute to the Australian Government’s Whole of Government approach to these responsibilities, while at the same time drawing on the experience of the IDG and other government agencies to identify best practice in international police and capacity building operations. 
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
