Requirements for transporting Biologicals
The transport of biological material is regulated by a variety of legislation depending on whether the transport will be by air, post or by road or rail. The International regulations for the transport of infectious substances, diagnostic specimens and GMO's by any mode of transport are based on the Recommendations of the United Nations (UN) Committee of Experts on the Transport of Dangerous Goods. The intent of all the transport regulations is that packaged material should not escape from the package under normal conditions of transport.

Please refer to the UQ Transport Guideline prior to packaging your material.  A Shippers declaration form is also provided. 
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
