Top 5 Journals for Modelling and Simulation
A survey was sent out via the NMUsers and PharmPK email list servers (see Appendix for email).  The survey requested the responder to list the top five (5) journals in the area of population pharmacokinetics-pharmacodynamics.
There were 22 responses.  The results from the survey were summarized in two ways:  (1) the number of times that the Journal was listed in the top five in our research area (Table 1) and (2) the overall ranking of the Journal.  The second method was only considered for those responses where the responder providing a ranking for the Journals.
