Fees Schedule for Animal Ethics Applications to the University of Queensland Animal Ethics committee(s)

(Amended 22 January 2008)

A fee for consideration of animal ethics applications by University of Queensland Animal Ethics Committee(s) is payable as follows. It should be noted that this does not in any way imply approval of a project. Projects will be scrutinized in accordance with the Australian Code of Practice for the Care and Use of Animals for Scientific Purposes (current edition) as required under the Queensland Animal Care and Protection Act (2001) including amendments and approved or rejected on that basis.

Internal applications:

Grant associated applications: Internal applications that are solely funded by granting bodies on the Australian Competitive Grants Register, including NHMRC and ARC, and administered by The University of Queensland will not attract a fee for service.

Departmental University funded applications: Internal research and teaching projects solely funded by Departmental or other internal funds, which would include such as undergraduate curricula, Honours students and URG projects will not attract a fee.

NB. Where the above applications do not fall specifically into these categories, and may have commercial components of funding, advice should be sought from The Animal Welfare Unit as to whether a fee will be charged.

External Applications:

Due to the increased responsibilities for AEC’s under the Animal Care and Protection Act (2001) and the Australian Code of Practice for the Care and Use of Animals for Scientific Purposes (current edition) applications presented by external organizations (usually commercial by nature but not confined to this definition) for consideration by The University of Queensland Animal ethics Committee(s) will require the following:

1) A current signed agreement between The University of Queensland and the external body for use of the Animal Ethics committees of the University

2) A current registration with Queensland Department of Primary Industries & Fisheries as required under the Act

3) Payment of a fee commensurate with enabling The University of Queensland to a) fulfill its obligations under The Animal Care and Protection Act (2001) eg. monitoring of projects etc and b) provide administrative support in doing the same.

The schedule of fees is as follows and effective 1st February 2008.

Start Up and Spin Off companies of The University of Queensland 

The University of Queensland has direct interests in a number of commercial enterprises through investments in the company. These companies will be subject to application fees at a rate to be determined as a percentage of the external application fee for service, (which will be provided upon application to The Animal Welfare Unit) and in addition will need to fulfill the following requirements:

1) Provide a current signed agreement between The University of Queensland and the start up/spin off company for use of the Animal Ethics committees of the University

2) Provide a current registration with Queensland Department of Primary Industries & Fisheries as required under the Act where appropriate (eg. if hands on animal work is being undertaken by company employees)

3) Pay a fee commensurate with enabling The University of Queensland to a) fulfill its obligations under The Animal Care and Protection Act (2001) eg. monitoring of projects etc and b) provide administrative support in doing the same.
