1. Prospective Future Fellowship candidates complete the UQ Nomination Form and attach their summary CV. Both are lodged through the relevant UQ Head of School or host UQ Centre to their Faculty or Institute for consideration 

2. If happy to endorse the candidate, the Faculty or Institute will then prepare and submit a formal Nomination Statement. The nomination will comprise:

a. A summary of the candidate’s credentials;

b. A brief commentary demonstrating how the proposed Future Fellowship will complement and build further capacity in areas of UQ research strength or priority;

c. A statement on the intended arrangements for employment of the candidate following the conclusion of the Fellowship (should it be successful).

d. If known at this stage, a statement on any key resources to be provided by UQ to support the Future Fellowship candidate.

3. Faculties will then forward their Nomination Statements, together with the candidate Nomination Forms and CVs to the UQ Research and Innovation Division (R&ID), who will liaise with the Office of the Deputy Vice-Chancellor (Research) as the final approving authority for nominations. Given the compressed timeframes for the round, Faculty and Institute nominations should be made as soon as possible, but no later than 19 October 2011.

4. Candidates, Faculties/Schools/Institutes will be notified of the outcome of the UQ nomination process by R&ID.

	IMPORTANT RESTRICTIONS FOR EXISTING FELLOWS AND CURRENT FELLOWSHIP APPLICANTS

The ARC has advised that researchers cannot submit a 2012 Future Fellowships Proposal and: 

· a Discovery Early Career Researcher Award for funding commencing in 2013; 

· a Discovery Outstanding Researcher Award (DORA) within a Discovery Projects Proposal for funding commencing in 2013; 

· an Australian Laureate Fellowships Proposal for funding commencing in 2012; or 

· a Fellowship or other career award on a NHMRC Proposal for funding commencing in 2012 or 2013. 

In addition, a Future Fellowship Candidate who holds an ARC or NHMRC Fellowship may apply for a Future Fellowship only in the final year of her/his Fellowship. The Fellowship is considered to be funded for the years set out in the Funding Agreement.
