Interpretation: of evidence in support of arguments. (0-5 points. 
Clearly and logically applies evidence. 5 = excellent, 4 = very good, 
3 = good, 2 = adequate, 0-1 = inadequate)

Conclusion: (0-3 points. Following from the frame set out in the 
Introduction and supported by Evidence & Interpretation. 3 = 
excellent, 2 = good, 1 = minimal, 0 = inadequate)
