
PROGRAM RULES 

Bachelor of International Studies 

1 Definitions 
In these rules— 
approved combination means a combination of courses that is approved by the executive 
dean; 
major means an approved combination of 16 units. 

2 Program requirements 
(1) To complete the program, a student must complete 48 units from the BIntSt course list, 

comprising— 
(a) 16 units from Part A of the list; and 
(b) a major from Part B of the list; and 
(c) a major from Part C of the list. 

(2) The student must complete at least 6 of the 48 units referred to in subrule (1) in courses 
approved by the executive dean for studies undertaken on overseas exchange. 

3 Special rules 
3.1 Award of the Bachelor of Arts 

A student who withdraws from the program having completed the requirements for the 
Bachelor of Arts degree may be awarded a Bachelor of Arts. 
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
