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Bachelor of Regional and Town Planning (Honours)

1 Definitions
In these rules—

weighted GPA means the grade point average over all relevant courses where each grade is
weighted by the unit value of the course and the course level.

2 Enrolment requirements
To enrol in the program, a person must—

(@) have completed at least 48 units towards the BRTP program in accordance with part A
of the BRTP list; and

(b) either—
(i) have a GPA of 5.5 across the courses that can be credited towards the
BRTP(Hons) program; or

(if) satisfy the executive dean and head of school that the applicant is qualified for
admission.

3 Program requirements
(1) To complete the program, a student must complete 64 units, comprising—
(@) 48 units in accordance with part A of the BRTP list; and
(b) 16 units from the BRTP(Hons) course list.

(2) A student must gain a minimum of 26 units of late year courses to complete the
program.

4  Class of honours
The class of honours is calculated on the basis of the weighted GPA of the final results
obtained by a student in the first attempt at all courses that contribute to the program.
