PROGRAM GUIDELINES
The Bachelor of Arts/ Bachelor of Education (Secondary) dual program consists of the Bachelor of Arts which provides the content knowledge for your teaching areas and the Bachelor of Education (Secondary) which provides the skills, knowledge and practical experience required for teaching. 
If you are preparing to teach Music and a different second teaching area, please consult the last two pages of this planner for assistance in choosing the appropriate major for your chosen teaching area. Alternatively, you may choose to have only music as your teaching area. To do so, follow the Plan 1 structure on the next page.
Please note: If you are admitted into this dual degree program mid-year or obtain partial credit you will need to ensure that you structure your program so that you are able to enter the final year of Bachelor of Education in semester one – the final year of the BEd program is a year-long professional year commencing in semester 1 only.
Bachelor of Arts Requirements:
· Plan 1: #32 in total of Bachelor of Arts Courses, consisting of one extended major of #24 in the Professional Stream plus #8 of additional music courses. 
OR
· Plan 2: #32 units from Part A of the BA List comprising two majors of #16 each.
· Please Note: you may only select Arts majors that are listed on pages 4 and 5 to be eligible for entry into the Professional Year. All courses must be from the BA List.
· Students must complete all components of the BA before commencing the Professional (final) Year of the BEd (Secondary).
Bachelor of Education (Secondary) Requirements:
· #32 from the Bachelor of Education (Secondary) list, comprising:
· #16 Part A compulsory (Students taking the BA Music major should select EDUC3001 and EDUC3002);
· #16 in accordance with Part B.
· Part A teaches issues pertinent to teaching and schooling and is completed in conjunction with the requirements of the Bachelor of Arts
· Part B (Professional Year) develops professional expertise required for teaching and can only be commenced when BA and BEd Part A requirements have been met
