PROGRAM GUIDELINES

The Bachelor of Creative Arts / Bachelor of Education (Secondary) Dual Degree program consists of two parts. The Bachelor of Creative Arts provides the content knowledge for two curriculum areas offered in schools, whilst the Bachelor of Education (Secondary) provides the skills, knowledge and practical experience required for teaching. 

Students are required to prepare for two Specialist Teaching Areas.  Please consult page 3 for help in choosing appropriate Creative Arts majors to prepare you for two teaching areas.  It is very important that you also consult the rules of the Creative Arts majors you choose to ensure you complete the correct number of introductory, advanced and, where applicable, compulsory courses.

Please note: if you are admitted into this dual degree program mid-year or obtain partial credit you will need to ensure that you structure your program so that you are able to enter the final year of Bachelor of Education component in semester one – the final year of the BEd is a year-long professional year commencing in semester 1 only.

· Plan 1: #32 from the BCreatArts List comprising #2 for MSTU1010;  Major 14 units; Major 14 units; #2 for MSTU3010
· Plan 2: #32 comprising #2 for MSTU1010; #24 extended Music major; #4 additional music courses; #2 MSTU3010
· In addition to the compulsory courses listed above each major has a selection of compulsory courses called gateways and capstones. Please refer to the BCreatArts microsite for clear guidance on the structure of the majors
· Please Note: Not all majors offered in the BCreatArts will assist you to meet requirements of two Specialist Teaching Areas. Please consult the information provided on the following pages for assistance.
· Students must complete all components of the BCreatArts before commencing the Professional (final) Year of the BEd (Secondary).  

Bachelor of Education (Secondary) Requirements:

#32 in total from the Bachelor of Education (Secondary) list which includes: 

· #16 units for Part A compulsory;

· #16 in accordance with Part B
· Part A teaches issues pertinent to teaching and schooling and is completed in conjunction with the requirements of the BCreatArts degree.

· Part B (Professional Year) develops professional expertise required for teaching and can only be commenced when BCreatArts and BEd Part A requirements have been met.
