Exiting Early

o 16 units for all BEd(Sec) Core Courses
o 8 units for all BEd(Sec) Professional Year Core Courses

o 8 units for EDUC4645 and EDUC4658 from BEd(Sec) Professional Year Curriculum
Studies Courses.

You must complete all
Bachelor of Music (Honours) and BEd(Sec) Core Course requirements before you can commence the
Professional Year.
