	Academic Information & Transcripts

	Credit System
	A regular course load at UBC is 30 credits/academic year or 15 credits/semester. Each course in a semester is a 3-credit course (i.e. 3 hours of lecture per week for 13 weeks, with an additional 2-week examination period).

	Course Load


	The average UBC student takes 15 credits (5 courses) each term. Exchange students typically take between 9 and 15 credits depending on their degree requirements at their home university.

	Health and Medical Insurance

	Medical Insurance Compulsory Plan


	All exchange students must have medical insurance that covers them for the entire time that they are in Canada.  The type of insurance a student requires will depend on whether they are coming to UBC for one or two terms. 

Students staying less than 6 months (1 term only):

One term only students are automatically covered under iMED (Mandatory medical insurance plan).  The cost of iMED for one term  students is $170.  Students pay for iMED on-line on the Student Service Centre. For more details on iMED coverage visit www.david-cummings.com/imed (Insurance company website).

Students staying for more than 6 months (full year):

Full year students must apply for BC’s provincial Medical Services Plan (MSP) upon arrival in Canada. This will basic medical insurance for the duration of their stay in Canada. The Medical Services Plan (MSP) insures medically required services provided by physicians and supplementary health care practitioners, laboratory services and diagnostic procedures. Basic coverage is quite comprehensive and MSP covers the cost of most services provided by a physician. It does not cover services such as dental care, eyeglasses and prescription medicines.  Fully year students should apply for MSP as soon as they arrive in BC. Application forms are available at International House and UBC Student Health Service. MSP costs $54/month.

There is a three-month waiting period before MSP coverage commences and during this time students will automatically be covered and charged for iMED (mandatory medical insurance).  The iMED plan costs $120 for full year students and covers the three-month waiting period for MSP.  The iMED plan will ensure that they have adequate medical coverage from the time they leave home (up to ten days prior to arrival) and while they are waiting for BC MSP to be effective.
