Program Guidelines
Bachelor of Engineering (Honours) (BE(Hons)) component:

e Students without Queensland Senior Maths C or Specialist Mathematics should complete MATH1050 before
MATH1051.

e Students must complete a specialisation other than software engineering.

Exiting Early

that dual degree.
