Program Requirements

Program Guidelines

Bachelor of Engineering (Honours) (BE(Hons)) component:

e Students without Specialist Mathematics and/or another high school prerequisite may be required to undertake
preparatory courses beyond the total units for the program and may not be able to complete the program in the
minimum time frame without overloading or undertaking summer study.

e Students without Queensland Senior Maths C or Specialist Mathematics should complete MATH1050 before
MATH1051.

e Students must complete a specialisation other than software engineering. In addition, students may choose to
complete a major.

Bachelor of Computer Science (BCompSc) component:
e Students may choose to complete a major

e A student undertaking a BE(Hons) specialisation in which CSSE2010 is a compulsory course, must complete 2
units from the BE(Hons) or BCompSc course list towards the BCompSc in place of CSSE2010.

e A student undertaking a BE(Hons) major in which COMP3506 and CSSE2002 are compulsory courses, must
complete 4 units from the BE(Hons) or BCompSc course list towards the BCompSc in place of COMP3506 and
CSSE2002

e A student undertaking a BCompSc major in which MATH1051 or MATH1071 are compulsory courses must
complete 2 units from the BE(Hons) or BCompSc course list towards the BCompSc in place of MATH1051 or

MATH1071.

Selecting Plans in mySI-net

A plan is a prescribed combination of courses within a program being either a field of study, major, extended maijor,
specialisation, minor or extended minor.

Ensure the plans for your program are correctly listed in mySI-net. If you require assistance selecting your plan(s), follow
these instructions.
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Course Scheduling

This planner is intended as a guide only and is based on current scheduling of courses. Students should note that
scheduling can change from year to year. You are advised to check the scheduling for the current year and contact the
relevant Faculty for advice if course scheduling has changed.

Exiting Early

Students exiting early with one component of a dual degree must complete the single degree requirements of that
component. Students will then be required to follow the single degree rules to complete the remaining component from
that dual degree.
